COURSE OUTCOME OF B.A. – ENGLISH
English course in the undergraduate program includes periods and genres of literatures written in English, as well as offerings in creative, expository and professional writing criticism, and linguistics. The goals for the English course are that the students 

1) Develop skills for analysing individual texts.

2) Develop an understanding of the literary traditions and also those of other literatures in English wherever possible. 

3) Relate texts to the social, cultural and historical contexts in which they are produced.

4) Extend, deepen and refine critical thinking research and writing skills particularly the ability to analyze texts.

5) Develop awareness of the nuances of language as a system.

SEMESTER I 
LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE – I
· COI – deals with speech sounds and basics of phonetics to equip the students with professional foundation to use English fluently in every day life.

· COII – deals with essays by writers like Stephen Hawking, Arundhati Roy, M.K. Gandhi, A.P.J. Abdul Kalam, Nirmal Verma, providing a keen insight to the world around us and also essay writing as a genre. 

· COIII- Grammar to improve the students general proficiency in English.
SEMESTER II
LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE – II
· COI – Gives a short introduction to the short story as a genre and the literary techniques used in short stories. 

· COII – An anthology of short stories by Anita Desai, Stephan Leacock, Temsula A.O, Phanishwer Nath Renu, R.K. Narayan is an effort to give the students a glimpse of Indian culture, life and history. 

· COIII – Grammar helps the student to improve their knowledge and skills to learn English as a language 

SEMESTER III

FRAGRANCES: A TEXT BOOK OF POETRY AND LANGUAGE SKILLS

· COI – Important poetic forms and devices like alliteration, metaphor simile are introduced for proper understanding of poetry as a genre. 
· COII – Poems by renowned poets like Shakespeare, Alexander Pope, Keats, W.B. Yeats and Indian poets like Sarojini Naidu, Rabindranath Tagore are included to give a rich and fulfilling experience of poetry as an art form and a creative expression. 

· COIII – Grammar and Phonetics topics like synonyms, antonyms, Word stress, Idioms and Phrases, Non-Finites etc to enable use of English effectively, fluently and accurately in everyday situations and in academic settings. 

SEMESTER – IV

· COI – Spoken English deals with intonation and other phonetic components for fluent communication skills. 

· COII – ONE – Act Play is a compilation of 5 plays by Bhasa, Leo Tolstoy and other famous playwrights for better understanding of genre and also a slice – of – life expression of creativity. 
· COIII – deals with professional writing skills like translation, precis–writing, e-mail writing and resume writing for specialised and current disciplinary knowledge to adept to contemporary settings. 

SEMESTER – V
· COI – The Eternal Muse – A collection of twenty fine poems by poets to develop imagination and aesthetic sense. 

· COII – The Spectrum of Life: A Selection of Modern Essays aims to develop universal ethical values, introspection and appreciation of intellectual ideas. 

· COIII – English Grammar and Composition helps to enable learners to achieve linguistic competence and a tool to create oral and written discourse effectively. 

SEMESTER – VI 
· COI – Macbeth by William Shakespeare to develop an understanding of a literary form/ A Tragedy Play aims to analysis of a creative text. 

· COII – English Grammar and Composition leads the students to master the accurate and appropriate use of language with sufficient vocabulary.
